Service Unit Events

Any Service Unit Events renting three or more sites at a property may submit a reservation at ANY time
and is subject to approval by the Camp Site Coordinator. Deposit for any Service Unit Event is $150. This is
arefundable deposit that will be returned after the event. This does NOT go towards the site fees.

Troop Camp Reports

This form is given to you at your time of check in. This form must be filled out and returned to the Camp
Site Coordinator within 48 hours of your check-out. This form must be returned in order to receive your
deposit back. If thisformis NOT returned you will NOT get your deposit until it is returned.
