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The National Program Portfolio:  How Journeys and Badges Fit Together 

The journeys are the core resource that guide girls as they discover the three keys to leadership Discover, 
Connect, Take Action and that help girls progress toward the 15 leadership benefits that we promise. Girls at each 
level have three fun, exciting, colorful journeys to choose from. When a girl goes on a journey, she gets to explore 
leadership from all different angles. How does a leader identify a problem that needs to be solved? How does she dig 
deeper to find the root causes of that issue? How does she research solutions that go beyond the surface level of 
the problem? And how does she team with others on all of the above, multiplying efforts to make the world a better 

 

Then add in badges to help girls develop specific skills in everything from photography to inventing to camping to 
geocaching the list goes on and on! When girls build skills, they become more confident and develop a stronger 
sense of self, part of our Discover key. (And of course, a girl can use the skills she builds as she goes on her journey!)  

Beginning this fall, if girls want to earn badges to supplement their journey, they will now have new ones from which to 
choose. If girls are currently working on badges, they have until September 2012 to complete them. Then, for the 
2012 membership year,  girls will finish up their badges already begun and have a whole new set of badges to 
consider. (NOTE: Before beginning on a discontinued badge, we suggest you contact the Council Shop to determine 
its availability.) 

Journeys offer a wide, 360-degree view of leadership. Badges offer a focus on one topic. Journeys are the core of 
what Girl Scouting is about. Badges are complementary.
