\ All Juliette Girl Scouts and adult Juliette Caregivers earning the Juliette Star for the first time
] receive the Juliette Star patch. After the first year, Juliettes and adults will receive the year bar.

Patches are received once the completed Juliette Star Packets are submitted. This program is
“on your honor” which means you are immediately eligible to receive the patches.

This is a GSNI program, and patches/bars should be worn on the back of the tunic, vest, or sash.
